In my previous Newsletter, I expressed the hope that this year would be prosperous for us all – especially the club. Certainly so far as the club is concerned, I believe we have turned a financial corner. Thanks to sterling work by helpers such as Geoff Cooksey, Roy Davenport, Nigel Israel, Hugh Ogus, Bob Pamplin, and John Quigley we have cleared all our belongings from the Old Kent Road store (which had been costing us £13,000 p.a.). Much of the stage equipment is being looked after by Roy, in his Norfolk premises, while the costumes, music and many props are now in the un-let third of Craven Street, (the remainder being let as a Yoga and Pilates studio).
In CRAVEN STREET, our tenant has greatly improved her area, having laid a wood-block floor, painted the walls a cheerful orange, improved the lighting, installed showers, and re-tiled the toilets. She has a three year lease – we need the rent! –and so during this period, we shall pursue our planning application

As to SHOWS, our new policy of reducing their frequency to one per month, has paid off handsomely. All three Spring shows were well attended, and paid their way. The audience in March was over 200, augmented by a large contingent of guests from Livery companies and I expect some repeat bookings for our Autumn series. We have always needed to  be outnumbered by guests - 2:1 to be profitable -  we achieved that over this season. In addition to our Venue shows, we had an excellent event at the Athenaeum club, and full-houses at the Compass and Romsey. The RAF club have booked us for an evening in June, and we shall again be at the Rye Festival.
